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Abstract

Clinical pictures of aphasia seem to be variable in the various etiological diseases.

In this report, the symptoms of sensory aphasia due to cerebral

infarction were

summarized on the basis of the observations of twelve cases.

In brief, spontaneous speech was characterized by fluent, periphrasic speech with

difficulty in word-finding. Paraphasia was divided into three groups

neologism,

literal, and verbal paraphasia. Verbal paraphasias mostly. appeared to belong to the
same category e.g. spectacles as watch, match as tobacco. Comprehension was always

disturbed but in most cases a simple command such as “point to a pencil”

could be

understood. Repetition was impaired in the same degree as comprehension in 8/12
cases (Wernicke's aphasia), but there were 2/12 cases of which repetition was rather
well preserved than comprehension (transcortical sensory aphasia). However, in 2/12

cases, disturbance of repetition was much more marked than that of comprehension and
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these two cases might be considered as conduction aphasia with mild sensory aphasia.
In sensory aphasia due to the lesion of the posterior speech area by Penfield, language
expression process seemed to be impaired in its higher level.

Reading was also impaired, and disturbance of reading aloud and comprehension
was parallel in 6/12 cases, but in 5/12 cases reading comprehension was better than
reading aloud.

In comparison of oral with written language, reading comprehension was impaired
in the same degree as auditory comprehension in 4/12 cases, but in 5/12 cases reading
comprehension was better than auditory comprehension, and also reading aloud was
better than repetition in 6/12 cases. Therefore, in sensory aphasia, visual input seemed
to be more stable than auditory input.

Writing disability was out of proportion between the various aspects of language
function and most patients could only write their addresses and names, but scarcely
words or sentences. This agraphia seemed to be due partly to disturbance of retrieval
process of word-image as suggested by the cuing effect in writing. This disturbance
might be related to dysfunction of the angular area, considering that the angular artery
is often involved with the posterior temporal artery.

Associating symptoms : Dyscalculia was {requently accompanied ; in the four rules
in arithmetic, multiplication and division, especially the latter were more difficult, and
in 2/12 cases significance of X and <+ was not understood. Appreciation of clock-
time was also frequently (8/12 cases) impaired ; frequent error was confusion of the
long with the short hand and wrong estimation of minutes e.g. 1 : 55 as 1 : 11.
Constructional apraxia was evident in 2/12 cases and Gerstmann syndrome was
accompanied in 1/12 cases.
