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SUMMARY OF RESEARCH RESULTS

Islamic pottery found at the archaeological sites in West Asia and Central Asia is the most
abundant materials and they become the historical evidence to know the local and common life
styles of the area. Archaeological pottery from the site reflects the cultural relationship and the
trade condition. To find new material and historical evidences, excavations at Khorfakkan old
town and fort sites, Masafi fort, Dibba town site has been carried out and Islamic pottery were
found much. At the same time, survey at Samarqand in Uzbekistan, Bamiyan in Afghanistan,
A’All in Bahrain has also carried out to collect many traded and local Islamic pottery.

The finds were sorted and analyzed for the reconstruction of the history of Islamic pottery, by
studying the types, assemblage, qualities, quantities, and the provenances of traded and local
Islamic pottery. Chorology of Islamic pottery found from archaeological sites is now studied and
we can give more precise date and periods to the many no datable archaeological sites in West

and Central Asia.

set in the ground in a doorway between two walls. On the easterside the stones were covered
with gypsum next to the wall; there was a gypsum lihole which bottom is the same level of the
floor of the room. These appeared to be doorways with a post hole of a door.

A date press (a madbasa in Arabic) was found outside a house. Date juice was madby pressing
dates piled up on the floor of a date press. The date press faced to the south to take advantage of
the sun. The north, or bawall was broken but a thick stone wall foundation still remained. The
floor of the date press was a sloping channelled platform coated with hard gypsum. The
rectangular platform measured 170cm long by 150cm wide. Six narrow parallel channels were
exposed on it. Each channel mesured 140cm long by 10cm wide with adepth of 7cm. The
channels were separated by low dividers or barriers, each 12cmwide. The channels sloped
slightly towards the south where they flowed into one larger channel, and then to a bore-hole or
a sunken receptacle outside the channel. The borehole, with which had a mouth was also coated
with hard gypsum. A complete earthenware jar was found in the center of the bore-hole. The
rim of thjar was set in the hole with gypsum. We found soft clay below the hard gypsum.

We saw no objects on the floors of the rooms, except for a pair of large stone mills in the small
room of house 3.

Five ovens were found but it is certain that more had been used, because four ofthem were
noted in the southern part. Ovens 1-4 were made with large rough-hewn and small chipped
stones. Oven 1 was found at the west side of house 6 on the salevel as layer 3. Some rough-hewn
stones had reddened because of the fire. The outside diameter of the circularly arranged stones
was 65cm and the inside was 35cm, the height of the stones was 11cm. Two black layers of ash
13cm deep remaiinside the oven.

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Islamic Blue and White
SASAKI, Tatsuo

There is a blue decorated ceramics in Islamic wares which were made earlier than Yuan
blue-and-white. These Islamic wares will be influenced by Chinese blue-and-white, and its
decoration and shape which is inspired by Chinese ceramics begins to increase after 15th
century. To consider the change of its dating, decoration and provenance, it is necessary to use
the combination of artifacts excavated from a single layer which belong to histricaly informed
remains. In this article the writer will use the artifacts excavated from Julfar. This remains can
be classified in 7 layers and we have also classified Islamic glazed wares in three types by the
difference of its fabrics; stonepaste, clay+stonepaste and clay. We have showed the weight and
percentage of stonepaste and clay+Stonepaste in Table 1. The main type is shown in figure 1
(Islamic glazed ware with sotnepaste fabric and clay+stonepaste fabric from Julfar).

Stonepaste fabric ware seems to be rather well qualified. The colour of material is varied
from white to greyish white which can be divided into white dense, white, pinkish white,
yellowish white, pale green-white and greyish white. Clay+stonepaste fabrics varied from
whitish colour to pale pink-white which contained quartz and little clay which makes the fabric
powdery and soft. We have also divided this fabric by the containt of the clay; whitish yellow,
pale pink-yellow, light yellow. Whitish yellow fabric contains the smallest amounts of clay while
light yellow fabric contains the largest. Most amounted clay fabric in Islamic glazed ware can
be classified into 8 types; creamy yellow powdery, creamy yellow coarse, pale green -yellow,
greenish yellow, pinkish yellow, yellowish pink, pink, red. The glaze colour is opaque white,
greenish white, yellow-brown, bluish green, brown.

The percentage of stonepaste fabric contained in each layer will increase as it reaches the

_upper layers, and the second layer contains the largest percentage while the layer 1 and the
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layer 4 decrease into same level. The percentage of clay+stonepaste fabric is rather large in
layers 7 and 8, and from layers 5 to 2 decrease while in layers 1 and 7 increase in the same level
again. The reason for the change of the percentage in layer 1 is the increase of blue-green
glazed ware with underglaze black decoration contained in clay+stonepaste fabric. The most
amounted type in each layer is transparent whitish glazed ware with underglaze black and
green decoration (clay+stonepaste fabric) in layer 7; Transparent whitish glazed ware with
underglaze green decoration (clay+stonepaste fabric) in layer 6; transparent whitish glazed
ware with underglaze green decoration in layer 5 and 4. In layers 3 and 2, blue-green glazed
ware with underglaze black decoration (stonepaste fabric) is the largest in amount and
transparent whitish glazed ware with underglaze blue decoration comes next. In layer 1,
blue-green glazed ware with underglaze black decoration (clay+stonepaste fabric) is the largest
in amount and transparent whitish glazed ware with underglaze blue and black decoration
comes next.

By using the analysis of the data from artifacts from this archaeological site, the writer
proposed the relationship between the fabric, paint and decoration of the 14th to 16th Islamic
blue-and-white, and also the change of the quantity of each type.
