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Abstract

With the task of unification, the administration of the Oda - Toyotomi implemented the Land
Survey, the basis of koku - daka, and established the criteria for rice - crop taxation. their
subordinates received their domains and provided the military service in accordance with their
koku - daka. We call this system kokudaka - sei, because in early modern times, koku - daka
supported the feudal system of the Tokugawa Period as criteria to assess tax and the social
position of samurai.

InPart 1, Ianalyzed the Land Surveys in Echizen, Kaga, Noto and Ecchu in the Oda -
Totomi Era and the koku - daka in characteristics of Genna Kenchi, and Shoho Gocho in Kaga
- han. I focused on the cooperation between Kenchi Bugyo and the village with regard to the
Land Survey methods used by Shibata - Katsuie, Niwa - Nagahide & Maeda - Toshiie. Itis
praiseworthy that the village not only resisted the regime but came to a compromise with them
in order to improve productivity. It was advantageous for the villages to know precisely about
the area and its productivity. I emphasized how the Daimyo depended on the Land Survey or
Murauke Kenchi, the village had implemented.

Furthermore, I studied the characters of koku - daka determined by the Land Survey,
indicating that koku - daka was close to the rice - crop taxation the administration wanted to get
rather than the figures of their actual rice production. I highlighted the viewpoints of farmers
and the master concerning how kenchi - daka changed from rice - crop taxation to rice - crop
production.

In Part 2, I studied in 4 chapters how the Land Survey, Land taxation and the peaseants
developed The Cho family, the ruler of Kashima in Noto from 1580 to 1671. '
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
