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Abstract

In this thesis, how public entertainments had changed in the Middle Ages of Japan is
described.

First, Hoyoraku (/4% and Tagyuraku (T#%)are described from the genre of Bugaku

(#5). These are both pieces imported from China in the ninth century. Hoyoraku was
lost at the end of the 11th century because the place where it was to be performed had
been lost. However, Tagyuraku is remaining now because it changed into the piece which
can be performed in any place.

Next, the change of Kemari is described. Kemari had been originally enjoyed as play.
However, Iemoto (%7t) of Kemari was formed in the Middle Ages of Japan. Aristocrats
and persons with low position were noisily enjoying Kemari by the fashion of Kemari in
the same place. However, Aristocrats came to assume the dance in Bugaku as an ideal way
of ideal Kemari, and brought the regulations in Kemari close to them. So, the court of Kemari
became like a stage. Movements of body by Kemari became quiet as danced in Bugaku.
The regulations made by the time quiet Kemari was established was written down in
documents. The documents were inherited in a family. Thus, Iemoto of Kemari have been
formed.

Lastly, “Kokaji” (["M&ifi]) and “Mari” ([#)]) are described from the genre of No (f£) .
These are pieses which adopted sentences of public entertainments of other genres in their
scenarios and were presented as plays.
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
