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Self-esteem and anthrophobic-tendency in adolescents

This study attempted to clarify the relationship between self-esteem and anthrophobic-tendency
in normal adolescents. Two questionnaires measuring self-esteem and anthrophobic-tendency were

administered to junior and senior high school students, and college students.

The results show

that for the junior high school and college students, self-esteem and anthrophobic-tendency
correlated negatively, while there was an uncorrelativeness for the senior high school students.
During senior high school age, they tend to estimate themselves in terms of their own standards
