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Relationship between Residents’ Characteristics and Ideas on Townscape, Residential Environment, and
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Fumihiko Kobayashi, Mitsuhiko Kawakami, Akinori Kurane and Nobushige Nishizawa

The purpose of this study is to make considerations on the social effects of historic preservation in three
Chayagai districts of Kanazawa City by clarifying the actual conditions of the local community and the
differences in residents’ ideas on townscape, residential environment, and tourism according to when they
moved in and where they work. The points clarified are as follows; 1) Majority of households are néwcomers
that moved in after the previous war. 2) More people work outside the district than inside the district, which
is a new lifestyle in Chayagai districts. 3) Those who moved in after the preservation policies started are
more positive about historic preservation, tourism, and promotion of the traditional culture, as well as

improvement of the residential environment.
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
