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Memories of Childhood Traumatic Experiences and Recognitibn of Child Abuse

ABSTRACT

This study investigates the relationship between memories of childhood traumatic experi-
ences and recognition of child abuse at adult. About half have traumatic memories and
they have positive or negative emotions when they remember their experiences. In addition,
about 5 to 10% of men and 10 to 20% of women still cannot accept the traumatic expe-
riences. There was no difference in recognition of child abuse in the presence of the trau-
matic memories, however, people who feel negative emotions or don't accept the traumatic
experiences recognize maltreatment more strictly as physical, emotional and sexual abuse

as well as neglect.
