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Kipling has established for the reader—and established with
considerable dramatic effect—the contrast between the East,
with its mysticism and its sensuality, its extremes of saintliness
and roguery, and the English, with their superior organisation,
their confidence in modern method, their instinct to brush away
like cobwebs the native myths and beliefs. We have been shown
two entirely different worlds existing side by side, with neither
really understanding the other, and we have watched the oscilla-
tions of Kim, as he passed to and fro between them. But the
parallel lines never meet; the alternating attractions felt by Kim
never give rise to a genuine struggle. (30)
