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A Survey of Former International Students in Japan

ABSTRACT The main purpo.se of this study was to investigate the value of studying in
Japanese university for international students. Subjects were 102 former international
students of Kanazawa University. The questionnair consisted of 30 items including student
profile,student life in Japan,effect of study experience on private life,evaluation,reentering
culture shock and requirements was used in this survey.

Through the statistical analysis of the questionnair ,we had several findings as follows.
1) Former international students especially in the older days,about 10 years ago or more,gave

a very higt mark in evaluation on their campus life in Japan.

2) The experience of studying in Japan strongly effected on the job selection and the image of
Japanese.

3) Young generation under 30 years old tended to feel the reentering culture shock after they
returned to own country.

4) The essential information to decide studying in Japan was the profile of universities and
reseach field.Information source such as a homepage on the web site shoud be enhanced.
