During 1997, earthworks such
as construction of a holding pond and rerouting of the Kakuma river for the future relocation of the faculties of
Pharmaceutical Sciences, Engineering and Cancer Research Institute, etc. start.

Yoshinori Mori (then a teacher at Kanazawa Professional School
of Arts and Crafts) and Mr. Teizo Hano (then Principal of the
Prefectural School of Industrial Design). [t shows the characters
B (University) and the leaves of the Acanthus, a Mediterranean
plant, and was first used in August 1949,

In the language of flowers, ‘Acanthus’ means ‘the fine arts’,
and it's graceful leaves were loved by the ancient Greeks and
Romans, who used them as decoration in the capitals of Corinth-
jan and Composit columns; they were also said to have been
grown in the garden of Plato’s Academia.
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
