"Meirindo", an official school of the Kaga Clan, was established in 1792. Boys aged 8 to 23 of Samurai status or higher, were mainly taught Confucianism

scripture. "Keibukan", another school installed at the same time with "Meirindo", was the place to practice "bujyutu” or martial arts.

Then late in the Edo period and the early Meiji Era, several other schools, apart from Meirindo were established, where the curriculum was broadened
from Confucian classics to include various branches of western learning, such as medicine, mathematics, astronomy, military science, and ballistics. It
was these schools that were origin of Kanazawa University.

"Tosei" means modern, and "Gusoku" a suit or uniform. The introduction of firearms in the 16th century necessitated the development of a new type of

armor modeled on Western styles, the Tosei Gusoku.

Both helmets on display have the "eye of boar" mark engraved on them, which is representative of a direct retainer of the Kaga Clan. _
The armors on display are estimated to have been made at the beginning or in the middle of the Edo period. However, as peace was maintained during
the Edo period, these armors were never actually used in battle.
