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The Early History of the Football Association
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1. That the Association be called ‘The

Football Association’.

2. That all clubs of one year’s standing
be eligible for Membership.

3. That the subscription for each Club
be £11s. per annum, payable in ad-
vance.

4, That the Officers be a President, a
Treasurer, and a Secretary, with a
Committee comprising the before—
mentioned officers and four other
members. Five to form a quorum.

5. That the Officers be elected at the
Annual Meeting by a majority of the
representatives of the Clubs present,
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the retiring officers to be eligible for re
—election.

6. That the Annual be held in the last
week of September in each year, at
such place and time as shall be ap-
pointed by the Committee.

7. That each Club be entitled to send
two representatives to all Meetings of
the Association.

8. That in the event of any alternation
being deemed necessary in the rules of
the laws established by the Associa-
tion, notice shall be sent in writing to
the Secretary of the proposed alterna-
tion on or before the 1 st of September
in each year ; and the terms of the pro-
posed alternation shall be advertised in
such sporting news papers as the Com-
mittee may direct, at least 14 days prior
to the Annual Meeting.

9. That each Club shall forward to the
Secretary a statement of its distin-
guishing colours or costume, #
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1. The maximum length of the ground
shall be 200 yards, its maximum
breadth shall be 100 yards, the length
and breadth shall be marked off with
flags, and its goal shall be defined by
two upright posts 8 yards apart, with-
out any tape or bar across them.
2. The game shall be commenced by a
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place—kick from the centre of the ground
by the side winning the toss ; the other
side shall not approach within 10 yards
of the ball until it is kicked off. After a
goal is won, the losing side shall be en-
titled to kick off.

3. The two sides shall change goals after
each goal is won.

4. A goal shall be won when the ball
passes over the space between the goal
—posts (at whatever height), not being
thrown, knocked on, or carried.

5. When the ball is in touch, the first
player who touches it shall kick or
throw it from the point on the boundary
—line where it left the ground, in a di-
rection at right angles with the bound-
ary —line.

6. A player shall be out of play immedi-
ately he is in front of the ball, and must
return behind the ball as soon as possi-
ble. If the ball is kicked past a player
by his own side, he shall not touch or
kick it or advance until one of the
other side has first kicked it, or one of
his own side on a level with or in front
of him has been able to kick it.

7. In case the ball goes behind the goal
—line, if a player on the side to whom
the goal belongs first touches the ball,
one of his side shall be entitled to a free
kick from the goal—line at the point
opposite to the place where the ball
shall be touched. If a player of the op-
posite side first touches the ball, one of
his side shall be entitled to a free kick
from a point 15 yards outside the

. goal—line, opposite the place where
the ball is touched.

8 . If a player makes a fair catch, he shall

be entitled to a free kick, provided he
claims it by making a mark with his
heel at once ; and in order to take
such kick, he may go as far back as he
pleases, and no player on the opposite
side shall advance beyond his mark un-
til he has kicked.

9. A player shall be entitled to run with
the ball towards his adversaries’ goal if
he makes a fair catch, or catches the
ball on the first bound, but in the case
of a fair catch, if he makes his mark he
shall not then run.

10. If any player shall run with the ball
towards his adrersaries’ goal, any
player on the opposite side shall be at
liberty to charge, hold, trip, or hack
him, or to wrest the ball from him ;
but no player shall be held and hacked
at the same time.

11. Neither tripping nor hacking shall be
allowed, and no player shall use his
hands or elbows to hold or push and
adversary, except in the case provided
for by Law 10.

12. Any player shall be allowed to charge
another provided they are both in ac-
tive play. A player shall be allowed to
charge if even he is out of play.

13. A player shall be allowed to throw the
ball or pass it to another if he make a
fair catch or catches the ball on the
first bound.

14, No player shall be allowed to wear
projecting nails, iron plates, or gutta—
percha on the soles or heels of his
boots, ¥
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9. A player shall be entitled to run with
the ball towards his adversaries’ goal if
he makes a fair catch, or catches the
ball on the first bound ; but in the case
of a fair catch if he makes his mark, he
shall not run.

10, If any player shall run with the ball
towards his adversaries’ goal, any on
the opposite side shall be at liberty to
charge, hold, trip, or hack him, or
wrest the ball from him ; but no
player shall be held and hacked at the
same time.

Laws of Football Drawn up By the Lon-
don Association

1. The maximun length of the ground
shall be 200 yards, the maximum
breadth shall be 100 yards : the
length and breadth shall be marked off
with flags ; and the goals shall be de-
fined by two upright posts, 8 yards
apart, without any tape or bar across
them.

2. The winners of the toss shall have the
choice of gaols. The game shall be
commenced by a place—kick from the
centre of the ground by the side losing
the toss. The other side shall not ap-
proach within 10 yards of the ball

until it is kicked off.

3. After a goal is won, the losing side
shall kick off, and goals shall be
changed.

4. A goal shall be won when the ball
passes between the goal —posts or over
the space between the goal—posts

(at whatever height), not being
thrown, knocked on, or carried.

5. When the ball is in touch, the first
player who touches it shall throw it
from the point on the boundary—line
where it left the ground in direction at
right angles with the boundary—line,
and it shall not be in play until it has
touched the ground.

6. When a player has kicked the ball,
any one of the same side who is nearer
to the opponents’ goal—line is out of
play and may not touch the ball him-
self, nor in anyway whatever prevent
any other from doing so until the ball
has been played ; but no player out of
play when the ball is kicked from be-
hind the goal —line.

7. In case the ball goes behind the gaol
—line, if a palyer on the side to whom
the goal belongs first touches the ball,
one of his side shall be entitled to a free
kick from the gaol—line at the point
opposite the place where the ball shall
be touched. If a player of the opposite
side first touches the ball, one of his
side shall be entitled to a free kick

(but at the goal only) from a point
15 yards from the goal—line opposite
the place where the ball is touched ;
the opposing side shall stand behind
their goal—Iline until he has had his
kick.
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8 . If a player makes a fair catch, he shall
be entitled to a free kick, provided he
claims it by making a mark with his
heel at once ; and in order to take
such kick he may go as far back as he
pleases, and no player on the opposite
side shall advance beyond his mark un-
til he has kicked.

9. No player shalil carry the ball.

10. Neither tripping nor hacking shall be
allowed, snd no player shall use his
hands to hold or push an adversary.

11. A player shall not throw the ball or
pass it to another.

12. No player shall take the ball from the
ground with his hands while it is in
play under any pretence whatever.

13. No player shall wear projecting nails,
iron plates, or gutta—percha on the
soles or heels of his boots, ¥
