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Abstract
Sanguisorba longifolia Bertol., which was described from China was found in Japan. This species is allied to S.
officinalis L., but differs from it by having four long stamens of equal length and by its boggy habitat at high
elevation. It also differs from S. fenuifolic Fisch. ex Link by its shorter inflorescences, shorter stamens and
shorter leaflets. ‘This paper presents morphology, habitat, distribution and chromosome number on Japanese
plants of S. longifolia. The chromosome number, 2n=28, 56 and 84, are the first report on the species.
